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DOUBLE SUCCESS FOR LOWER BOCKHAMPTON ARTIST

Local artist and Pilot advertiser Anthony Paul, of Molehill Studio,
Lower Bockhampton, has had both his submissions for the Royal
Academy Summer Exhibitions accepted.

The most prestigious annual art exhibition in Britain, it is the
largest open art exhibition in the world, attracting 15 17,000
public entries worldwide. From these only about 850 works will
be selected, to hang among the Royal Academicians’ and guest
Artists” works.

The exhibition is large, this year 1602 artworks, spread among
16 galleries within Burlington House In Piccadilly, London.

Tony’s two paintings, both still lifes, are hung in gallery VI, and
painted in the beautiful medium of egg tempera, a traditional
medium steeped in antiquity.

His first painting ‘A conference of Pears’, resulted from his wife
being given the four pears. Neither she nor he were that keen
on pears, but Tony liked their shapes and, in his studio set them
up on, as much as in, the small bowl. He found the two, more
upright fruits with their twisted stems, were like humans, Their
body language indicating apprehension.

Tony says: ‘The bowl was a delight to paint. Glazed pottery isn’t
easy to represent, but it’s really satisfying when it works. It is the
second appearance of this bowl in a Summer Exhibition, being
first shown in his second RA success in 1987.
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The second painting ‘Fruits de Mer’ features a bowl of shells
collected by his two daughters. Set in the raking light in the
recess of a stained glass window, there is a powerful
representation of light and shadow.

The Royal Academy Summer Exhibition is open until 20" August.

If you would like to see more of Tony’s work locally he will be
holding a weekend ‘open studio’ , with daughters Sally (stained
glass) and Kerry (jewellery, collages, prints and cards), from 21 -
23" July. Just park (or walk) near to Bockhampton Bridge and
follow the signs. The studio/gallery will be open from 10am —
4pm. Weather permitting there will be refreshments available in
the garden.

Please do come, you’ll be very welcome.
